anything more was needed.   With 487 babies born prematurely EVERY DAY in the 

United States, the need is a continuous one!!!!   I located a hospital requesting donated 

layette items in the senderôs zip code and I wrote a note suggesting a call to that hospi-
tal.   I knew that they would welcome her donations and their NICU could keep that 

lady very busy making hats, etcé   She could save postage as well.   

     I am writing this newsletter early in July in order to deliver the final copy to the 

printer on August 2nd.   Since writing the June newsletter (for May 3 delivery to the 
printer), my Hood College office (The Office of Academic Services) was moved to an-

other building on campus.   Happily, we (all six of us) are housed in an office suite with 

a small reception area.  We used to be in offices in the lower level of what was the li-

brary for the College.  We were scattered on the lower level and second level of that 
building ðin available spaces along three corridors!  In the new location we have state -

of - the -art testing rooms for our students with testing accommodations such as ex-

tended time or separate space (separate testing rooms without distractions).   We LOVE 

our new location, but I have to admit that moving was a bit chaotic.  We moved shortly 

after a very busy week of final exams and upon arrival in the new space we had to im-
mediately begin work to prepare for three June orientation sessions for newly admitted 

freshmen.
